Church History and Records

It is hoped that by the time of Annual Conference in 2010, we will 
have some guidelines regarding disposition of church records.

It should be noted that each church should have a historian to make 
sure the church's history is written and kept up to date.  This can be 
as simple as putting together a scrap book with pictures about the 
church, when it was founded, important events and a list of pastors 
and members.

If a church closes or if there is extra stuff, like old pictures and 
minute books they should be sent to the archives at Asbury College.  

Copies of church histories or anything relating to Methodism in 
Kentucky should be copied with 5 copies--one to the Archives at 
Asbury, one to the United Methodist Archives at Madison, NJ, one 
to the SE Jurisdictional Archives at Junaluska, NC, one to the 
Kentucky History Center in Frankfort and one to your local public 
library or historical society.  

In the NKY area resources include your Commission on Archives & 
History Chair (Paul Whalen-859-466-3450) and you might consider 
working with the Public History Program at in the public history 
program need projects.

At Asbury Church, we value 
living out GodÕs call in an 
ÒActs 1:8Ó kind of way Ð 
sharing the gospel of Jesus 
Christ locally, regionally, and 
globally. This past summer, 
our church responded to 
some opportunities to further 
grow  in living out the global 
portion of GodÕs Kingdom call.  

We were blessed to have 
t h r e e u n i q u e m i s s i o n 
opportunities in Peru.  The 
Þrst was a construction/
c h i l d r e n Õ s m i s s i o n i n 
Huancayo, Peru.  This was a 
return trip to a church we 
partnered with two years ago 
through The Mission Society 
and missionary Arthur Ivey.  A 
group of twenty men, women, 
youth, and children -- some 
returning, some going for the 
Þrst time -- represented the 
hands and feet of all our 
congregation who helped 
raise funds for construction 
and other ministry needs.  The 
construction goal was to 
f u r t h e r c o m p l e t e a n 
educational wing that we 
helped begin on our previous 
trip.! ! On the Þrst trip, we 
helped set the footers for the 
foundation.! Now, two years 
later, we were able to help 
place a roof on the two story 
structure!! What a joy to know 
that this ministry tool (a.k.a., a 
building)  is now serving to 

educate and nurture both 
children and adults in the 
Christian faith.!

I n a d d i t i o n t o t h e 
construction, the team also 
m in i s te red to ove r 300 
children through a daily "kids 
club."! !Much like our Vacation 
B ib le Schoo l , the team 
ministered to the children and 
shared Jesus with them on a 
level they could understand ... 
genuine love.! ! While the 
children were being ministered 
to, their parents also got a 
c h a n c e t o h e a r G o d ' s 
m e s s a g e o f l o v e a n d 
wholeness through sharing 
and teaching.  The evenings 
were spent with times of 
worship and fellowship with 
our partnering church.!  God 
was present and powerful as 
many heard the Word of God 
and responded to it.! 

The second opportunity to 
serve globally came through a 
medical mission in a remote 
town called Panao, Peru, 
about 9,000 feet above sea 
level.!  The team of eighteen 
doctors, nurses, and lay 
persons, along with the 
partnership of 40+ Peruvian 
translators, guides, assistants, 
and ministers, attended to 
1,600 men, women, and 
children with medical care.! 
For many of these people, it 
was the Þrst time they've ever 
been examined by a doctor or 
nurse.  All were prayed for and 
given needed medicines and 
vitamins.  Some received 
Bibles.  And all were given the 

opportunity to receive the 
most ultimate healing -- Jesus 
Christ as Lord and Savior of 
their lives.  Two hundred and 
sixty-six people said ÒyesÓ to 
Jesus for the very Þrst time, 
a n d t h r e e e v a n g e l i c a l 
c h u rc h e s i n P a n a o a re 
following up with these people 
to disciple them as new 
Christians.

The third opportunity we had 
this summer was to walk 
alongside one of our Asbury 
Church fami l ies as they 
discerned GodÕs call to full-
time mission work.   In 
addition to the support raised 
for the two mission trips, our 
church also helped raise 
funds for the Goshorn family 
(Tim and Jennifer, Daniel, 
Matthew, and Katie) to live in 
Peru for a month, take part in 
both mission trips, and to get 
a better feel for what missions 
might really look like for them.  
God really worked through 
this process to clarify their 
call.  Very recently, the 
Goshorn family has been 
accepted as missionaries by 
The Mission Society and will 
be continuing to prepare their 
family to serve Christ in His 
Kingdom globally.  

We give thanks to God that 
He wants to use us to make 
His name know Ð whether 
across the world, across the 
street, or somewhere in 
between.  I wonder where it is 
that God wants to use you 
and your church to grow His 
Kingdom?
